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1. Introduction
Since the military staged a coup on February 1, 2021, human rights violations against
Myanmar people have been getting worse daily. New Myanmar Foundation initiated the human
rights program on February 2023 and the human rights documentation unit started documenting
human rights cases on February 1, 2023. In this report, human rights violations against
Myanmar people have been systematically documented between January 1, 2024, and March
31, 2024, based on states and regions and types of violations.

A total of 1081 human rights violation cases have been documented in this first
quarterly in 2024. The most prevalent abuses are burning, destroying, damaging, and
unlawfully confiscation of public properties and 387 cases have been documented. 9923 houses
and buildings have been lost and 700,000 people have been displaced due to burning,
destroying, damaging, and unlawfully confiscation of public properties. The second most
prevalent violation is extrajudicial killing and over 366 cases have been documented. A total
of 765 civilians and 82 children were killed unlawfully in various ways. The third most
prevalent violation is injuries and a total of 267 cases have been documented. According to this
first quarterly report in 2014, the most human rights violation cases are found in Sagaing,
Rakhine, and Mandalay Regions. In addition, the arrest of young people is widespread
throughout the country after forced conscription, and 191 cases of arrest have been
documented.

Human rights violations documented in this report are collected through media outlets,
sources from partners of the New Myanmar Foundation who provide information from the
ground, and other independent data collectors. There may be cases that are not reported in
media outlets and some cases that victims do not want to disclose to the public such as sexual
violence, there will be some discrepancy with the information on the ground.

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2. Narratives Report of Documented HRVs and Atrocities

2.1 Unlawful Detention

One of the most common human rights violations has been the unlawful arrest and
detention of civilians throughout the country. Military forces, police, and their sub-ordinated
person or groups raid villages and neighborhoods and arbitrarily arrest civilians during their
raids. Under the ‘Anti-terrorism’ campaign by the junta, people are oppressed, forcibly arrested,
tortured, and unlawfully killed. Individuals or groups, and human rights activists are considered
as terrorists and unlawfully arrested and killed widely. Those arrested are children, young
people, elders, and CDM staff.

After the enforcement of the conscription law on February 10, forced arrests by the
military have increased across the country. Young people are targeted for forced arrests not
only from rural and urban but also from displaced areas. During this reporting period, 191 cases
of forced arrest have been documented and most cases are found in Mandalay and Sagaing
Regions. In addition, there are 7 cases of forced arrest of non-CDM members by the anti-junta
groups documented. It is 3% of the total number of forced arrests.

(A) Arresting Religious Group Members and Vulnerable Group Members

The military has made many accusations against civilians and among arrests for various
reasons, unlawful arrest includes religious figures who share criticism of the military junta on
social media during the time of writing this report. Through the following cases can be seen
that unlawful arrest without showing mercy to children, women, elderly persons, persons with
disabilities, pregnant women, mentally disabled persons and other members of vulnerable
groups has been increasingly committed.

1. On January 3, 2024, Ashin Rawada (layperson name Phoe La Pyae) from Raho
Monastery, Maha Aung Myay Township was arrested after he shared a post on social
media criticizing the military junta.

2. On January 3, 2024, the military troops enter the village of Myin Daung, Khin Oo
Township, Sagaing Region suddenly without firing weapons. The military troops
arrested over 30 local villagers including men, women, and children who were about to
flee from the village and resettled in the village. On January 4, they entered Thae Su
Village and arrested 20 villagers.

3. On February 1, 2024, the military troops entered Nan Pa Yote Village, Palaw Township
in Tanintharyi Region temporarily set up base at the village monastery for two days and
arrested 6 Buddhist monks as human shields.

4. On February 26, 2024, the military troops entered the village of Talin Kone (or) Lat Pan
Thar, Ngan Zun Township, and arrested U Kay Mar Thiri and U Zin Shwe Mann.

5. On February 19, 2024, the military members detained around 600 passengers including
elderly persons, children, and pregnant women who landed at Sittwe and Kyaukphyu
Airports from Yangon. They released only some people who can show strong evidence
of documents.
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6. On February 27, 2024, the military forces came to arrest four people including a 12-
year-old who was accused of supporting/providing financial support to NUG/PDF in
the morning in Letpadan Township, Bago Region.

7. On March 10, 2024, 17 middle-aged men including a pastor from Robert Displaced
camp who is in charge of the Development Department of the Bamaw Zone Nal Kachin
Baptist Church, in Banmaw Township, Kachin State.

Such a case highlights that the military junta commits arbitrary arrest not only on civilians but
also on religious groups who are peacefully carrying out their religious practice. Moreover, the
military junta has no mercy to members of vulnerable groups such as children, women, and
elderly persons and they forcibly arrest and detain any civilians.

(B) Arrest of Activists and Civil Servants who Participated in the Civil

Disobedience Movement

The military junta illegally arrested political activists and civil servants who
participated in the civil disobedience movement from January 1, 2024, to March 31, 2024, can
be seen in the following:

1. On February 28, 2024, the military regime arrested Daw Ni Mo Hlaing, aunt of Ma Su Ye
Lin, who went to the eastern district court to meet Ma Su Ye Lin, who is the union
chairperson of the east Yangon on her trial appointment.

2. On March 13 and 24, 2014, 5 local people from Kyaukphyu including a health worker were
arrested by the junta with suspected ties to Arakan Army (AA).

3. U Kyaw Than Zan, brother-in-law of AA leader Twan Mrat Naing, was arrested on March
11, 2014, at Yangon Airport and lost contact with family. His house and relatives’ houses
were seized by the junta.

4. On February 2, 2024, 6 students including Arakan students from GTI in Insein Township,
Yangon were forcibly arrested by the military forces of 7 trucks and around 20 troops.

5. On January 27, 2024, a CDM doctor and 3 nurses from Ziwa Thukha Clinic, Kamarkyi
Housing in Ward-8 Tharketa Township, Yangon, were abducted by the military junta.

6. On January 25, 2024, 34-year-old Ko Kyaw Soe from Taung Bo quarter, Thar Hla Pin Si
Village, Paungde Township, West Bago, was arrested and lost contact with family
members.

The following cases depict that the military junta and their affiliated groups are unlawfully
arresting activists, CDM members, and civilians for various reasons and accusations.

2.2 Further Human Rights Violations on Recruiting New Soldiers Related to

Forced Military Conscription and Conscription Law

After the military announced the enforcement of the Conscription Law on February 10,
they announced that it would be implemented after April. However, before the announcement
was made, name lists were taken to form a militia and recruit new soldiers in some areas, village
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administrators were pressured to recruit new soldiers and forcibly arrest for the new
recruitment.

In addition, the military has committed further human rights violations while
implementation of the Conscription Law. During the reporting period, 50 cases of human rights
violations have been documented such as restriction of freedom of movement, torture, killing,
threatening, and extortion, including 34 cases of forced conscription related to the Conscription
Law.

The military continues to commit violations against people particularly young people
for forced conscription by entering the home, public spaces like tea shops, checkpoints, and
forcibly abducting on the bus. Under the reason of conscription law, the military extorts money
and those who are unable to pay were taken to the recruiting camp.

In addition, after selection for conscription, the military junta has continued committing
gross human rights violations including arbitrary arresting, torture, killing, missing without
contact, and restricting travel, each village in various parts of the country is given a set of
population list for new recruitment and threaten to burn villages if they are unable to give the
name list. In some places, the junta openly committed violations such as forcibly abducting a
large number of young people along with the army for the new recruitment. Such proof of
violations can be seen in the following cases:

1. Nattalin Township, Bago Region — On January 5, 2014, in Nattalin Township,
Bago Region, the military asked the village administrator to provide 10 men aged
between 18 to 55 from each village.

2. Patheingyi Township, Mandalay Region — On February 14, 2024, in the evening
on the Mandalay-Pyinoolwin highway in Ohn Chuang Village Tract, Pathein Gyi
Township, Mandalay Region, 35 young people from Amay Sel Daw village and
Tamote Soe Village were abducted for the new recruitment at mid-night.

3. Mayangone, Township, Yangon Region — On March 27, 2024, in the evening at
Thamine Myothit Ward-1, Mayangone Township, 12 people including a father of
3 children were arrested at their home by administrator, police, and gangs for the
new recruitment.

4. Taikkyi Township, Yangon Region — On March 31, 2024, Amanut Lar, a
Muslim man from MeeLaung Sakhan Village, Okkan City, Taikkyi Township,
Yangon Region was conscripted and tortured to death in the army camp.

5. Myitkyina Township, Kachin State — On February 16, 2024, Burmese military
troops abducted 30 years old and 36 years old men from the bus on the Lido
Highway, Hpakant-Myitkyina Road at Marang Ka Htaung check-point.

6. Hakha Township, Chin State — On February 12, 2024, a CDM school teacher from
Matupi, Chin State who was teaching displaced children from Mizrom, in Hakha
Town, was unjustly arrested by the military council and missing information
whereabout.
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7. Sagaing Township, Sagaing Region — On March 29, 2024, in Sagaing Township,
Sagaing Region, about 50 people who returned from work on the Sagaing-Minkun
Road were arrested by the military gate on the bridge. They were forced for a
ransom of 500,000 Kyat for each person. Those who are not able to pay are taken
to the army camp.

8. North Okkala Township, Yangon Region — On February 20, 2024, in Yangon,

the military arrested 3 passenger cars that were leaving from Yangon Aung
Mingalar Expressway heading to Rakhine State. They released monks and women
from the car. It is known from the parents and relatives of those arrested, that all
male passengers who hold Rakhine identity cards were detained and not released
for 5 days.

Additionally, the military brought those who won the lottery for military service to
undergo medical check-ups at Mingaladon Orthopedic Examination Center. The military
forcibly confiscated all mobile phones of those who remained for medical examination and
those who completed medical examination were not allowed to return to family. Those
remaining people for medical examination were detained and continued to undergo medical
examination. According to sources from online media monitoring and data sources from the
ground, they are completely cut off from contact with families.

2.3 Extrajudicial Killing

As one of the grave human rights violations committed by the military forces on
civilians, arbitrary killings continue to have tremendous impacts on the lives of Myanmar
people. In this quarterly reporting period, a total of 367 cases of arbitrary killings were
documented across the country including death from airstrikes and firing. The Sagaing Region
has the most incidents with 97 cases. The following cases exemplify how the military
completely disregards international laws and continues committing violence against innocent
civilians including children and elderly persons as their enemy. There are also cases of crimes
committed by the Anti-military groups and unknown armed groups.

1. On January 18, 2024, junta forces of around 85 troops raided Mae Oh Village, Depayin
Township from Ye Oo Township and arrested 15 people as human shields. When they
arrived at the Let Yet Kone village, among 15 arrested villagers, they brutally killed 3
men and 1 woman by beheading and cutting legs and arms. They put the dead body of
the woman into the hut and burnt it. Among arrested civilians on January 24, the dead
body of Ko Zin Min Nyunt (aka) Thar Pu from Mae Oh Village was found near
Pitakatkya Village and a total of 5 people were killed. The rest of the 9 people were
taken as human shields and 4 people were released. The remaining 5 people are still
unknown until today.

2. On February 14, 2024, about 200 military troops and Pyu Saw Htee burnt and killed
two resistance fighters in Myout Khin Yann Village, Gangaw Township, Magway
Region. Then, 10 people were killed in a massacre by shooting in the head at Thin Taw
Village, Shwebo Village, and Ye Thar Village. Moreover, junta troops and Phyu Saw
Htee arrested 4 people (male) and burnt down 30 houses in Thin Daw Village, and 6
houses in Shwebo Village.
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3. In the evening of February 4, 2024, in Sharr Taw Township, Karenni State, the military
troop was heading to the displaced location and took 7 people including a man, a
pregnant woman, and children as hostage. On February 5, 3 people including 3 pregnant
women and 3 children were shot and a man escaped.

4. On February 12, 2024, in Kyaukse Township, Mandalay Region, it was reported that
two people including an administrator, who were returning from the ally to support the
military Conscription Law, were shot and one person died at the entrance of Balae
Village.

5. On February 16, 2024, in Kyaukkyi Township, Nyaunglebin District, 3 men and 3
women were killed by an unknown armed group.

6. On March 10, 2024, a man from Myat San Gyi village, Thaton Township, Mon State,
was shot dead by an unknown group.

2.4 Torture and Other Inhuman Treatment

Myanmar military continues to heavily rely on torturing, beating, and other forms of
atrocious treatment to the civilian population to suppress anti-military movement, and instill
terror among the public. During the atrocity campaigns, the military soldiers deploy various
torturing methods that appear to be inhumane treatment to inflict insufferable pain on their
subjects or victims. The commonly found deadly methods include immolation, beheading,
stabbing, bludgeoning, and dismembering. The following two incidents highlight how the
military soldiers and their affiliated militias tortured or treated civilians inhumanly,
disregarding the human dignity of all victims involved.

Between January 1 and March 31, 2024, 27 cases of torture and inhuman treatment and
17 cases of arson have been documented. Most cases occurred in the Sagaing Region followed
by Mandalay as second and Magwe as third highest violations. The following incidents
highlight how military troops and their subordinate groups have tortured or inhumanly treated
civilians with completely no regard for human dignity.

1. On February 9, 2024, a military convoy from Mattara Town, Mandalay Region
arrested a 50-year-old, Daw Mu from Ahlae Village. Three days later, her body was
found with her hands tied in the back and her right cheek gaping open with a wound
in the forest of Okkin Village.

2. On January 23, 2024, soldiers from battalion No0.258 and Phyu Saw Htee patrolling
near Pa-nyin Village, Yesagyo Township, and arrested two brothers who returning
from Pa-nyin's new ward. They were beaten and older brother was tortured to death
and the body was burnt overnight in the tent.

3. Between February 19 and March 1, 2024, infantry battalion (Ka Ma Ya) no.708,
battalion (Ka La Ya) no.11 with Phyu Saw Htee with convoy of 200 troops was
patrolling and burning villages around Taze Township. 11 civilians including two
people from People’s Defense Force and People’s Administration in charge person
were killed, cut into pieces and their bodies were made into jokes and mockery by
the junta troops.
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4. On March 15, 2024, infantry battalion No.363 and Phyu Saw Htee from Bay Gyi
Village, Kantbalu Township, Sagaing Region beheaded and killed 35 years old Ko
Khin Maung Oo, and cut off the male sexual organ and killed Ko Myo Myo Thein,
35 years old.

5. On March 20, 2024, a 55-year-old man was arrested and died within hours of being
arrested in Shwe Taung Su Ward, Kyangin Town, Irrawaddy Region for expressing
his displeasure about the name list collecting for military conscription.

2.5 Airstrikes and Other Attacks by Military Weapons

During the first quarter of 2024, the military and their subordinate forces have
consistently launched attacks on civilians by deploying military Weapons. It has been observed
that 172 air raids, 344 firing with navy and large and small arms, and 15 drone attacks and
bombing. Overall, 531 attacks have been committed and the most attacks occurred in Sagaing
Region, Rakhine State, and Shan State. There has been an increase in attacks using air and
military weapons in Bago, Kachin State, and Mandalay Region.

A total of 551 people died and 840 people were injured due to attacks using military
weapons including airstrikes. In these cases, the military has ignored international rules on war
attacks on civilian areas and hiding places. During their march along the route, they targeted
civilians as if they were their enemy and the following cases can be seen as they are committing
war crimes.

(A)Airstrikes

During the first quarter of 2024, the military has been consistently launching air raids
on civilians and their residential areas by deploying various modern military facilities including
airstrikes, jet fighters, hundreds of drone strikes, including the dropping of powerful 500-pound
bombs from helicopters which have caused many casualties including children, women, elderly
persons, and vulnerable groups such as people with disabilities and it has great impacts on
civilians.

Moreover, the military forces intentionally carried out atrocious air campaigns on
civilians designated areas such as education and healthcare facilities, and public places, that
caused numerous casualties and endangered the lives of many civilian communities. In many
cases, the attacks also contributed to the forced relocation of the local communities to other
areas, leaving their homes and belongings. The following is a summary of the most fatal attacks
and targeted attacks on civilians and their resident areas -

e Minbya Township, Rakhine State — On March 18, 2024, in Minbya Township,
Rakhine State, 22 Rohingya were killed and 29 were injured when the military terrorist
attacked the civilians with jetfighter in Thada (Rohingya) village.

¢ Yedashe Township, Bago Region — on February 21, 2024, villages in Kyaukkyi,
Shwegyin, and Yedashe Township in Bago Region were attacked and bombed by the
military even though there was no fighting in these villages. They further attacked with
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air firing. 4 locals were killed, 5 people were injured and more than 10 houses were
destroyed.

¢ Demoso Township, Karenni State — On February 5, 2024, in Demoso Township, the
terrorist army bombed a school in Daw Si Ei village and around the school area in Loi
Nanfa Village 10 times. At the same time, the terrorist military council based in Loikaw
and Demoso Township fired 6 times with heavy weapons and killed 4 middle school
students aged 13 from Daw Si Ei Village, a total of 14 children including one
kindergarten were injured from the attack.

e Tamu Township, Sagaing Region — On February 7, 2024, in Kanan Village, Khampat
Sub-Township, Tamu Township, Tamu District in Sagaing Region, 17 people including
5 years old child were killed with arms and legs amputated, head injuries, bellies open
and intestines fall out when the terrorist army attacked with a powerful bomb by A-5
Jetfighter. In addition, a total of 19 people including a 3-year-old child were injured
and around 10 houses were destroyed, a two-story building school, and a Christian
church were destroyed.

e Nansang Township, Shan State — On February 7, 2024, the military conducted an air
attack in Myothit Village, Nansang Township in north Shan State which killed 5 school
teachers from Ta’ang Education Committee and severely injured 6 people. Moreover,
it has damaged schools and 7 houses and displaced local Myothit villagers.

e Paletwa Township, Chin State — On January 29, 2024, the military attacked with a
bomb that killed 7 people, damaging many resident homes in Houng Village, Paletwa
Township, Chin State even though there was no fighting.

(B) Attacking Resident Homes with Heavy Weapons

During the reporting period, the attack with heavy weapons caused great damage to the
homes and property of civilians and posed a great threat to lives. Destructive weapons are
widely used as a tactic by the military when they raid the village where civilians reside despite
there being no fighting or burning and earth scorching of the civilian’s properties.

The military often targets attacks on homes, schools, hospitals, and religious buildings
to spread fear among the civilian population. A serious incident during this quarterly report was
on January 5 when Nyaunglaybin-based Infantry Battalion No.20 fired artillery shelling and
hit a home in Yebyukan Village on the border of Shwegyin and Nyaunglaybin Township where
the funeral was being held killing 4 people and injuring 16 people including one child. The
following cases highlight how the military’s indiscriminate attacks on resident communities
with artillery shelling have injured civilians including women, children and killed civilians,
displaced people, and damaged schools, hospitals, and religious buildings.

= Kawlin Township, Sagaing Region — On January 2, 2024, in the morning, the army
fired 8 howitzer shells and landed on the market in Kawlin Town, Sagaing Region
which killed 6 residents and injured 2 people.
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= Paletwa Township, Chin State — On January 15, the military bombed Kyilay Village
and killed 4 civilians including children and severely injured 3 people. Kyilay village
is the refuge place for displaced people who flee from Paletwa Town and Melatwa
village. It is reported that the army conducted an air attack despite there being no
fighting.

= Buthithaung Township, Rakhine State — On January 24, 2014, Buthithaung-based
Operation Commands Headquarters (Sa Ka Kha 15) intentionally fired artillery attacks
on civilian homes in the village. Due to the attacks, three Muslim brothers from Maung
Hnama Balae village, Buthithaung Township died on the scene and 8 others including
2 children were injured.

* Mohnyin Township, Kachin State — On January 27, 2024, Mohnyin Township,
Artillery Battalion No. 386 based in Nanma fired artillery into the village near Nanma
Town, killing mother and son and 20 years old man from Katae Kone village was also
killed.

= Sittwe Township, Rakhine State — On February 29, 2024, in the morning, the army
fired artillery shelling and landed on near busy Myoma market in Sittwe, Rakhine State,
killing 12 people including women, children, and elderly persons and severely injured
18 people.

= Hsihseng Township, Shan State — On February 2, 2024, the military attacked
Hsihseng Township despite no fighting. As a result of aerial bombardment, the largest
seminary in Pa-O region “Suwanarama Monastery” where more than 500 Buddhist
monks were teaching Buddhist literature and preaching Buddhism peacefully was
destroyed. It is known that Suwanarama Seminary is a supreme monastery for all Pa-O
people.

= Sittwe, Rakhine — On March 9, 2024, 7 Rohingya were killed and 5 were injured when
the junta forces attacked with heavy weapons and landed in Katae quarter and
Aungmingala in Sittwe, Rakhine State.

= Hsihseng Township, Shan State — on March 5, 2024, the junta army based in Seik
Kaung village, attacked Hsihseng Town with heavy weapons and drones attacks the
whole day which damaged Hsihseng hospital and some buildings in the town in Pa-O
self-administrative region, Hsihseng Town, southern Shan State.

2.6 Violence against Vulnerable Groups and Political Prisoners

As the military has been intensifying its atrocities and violence against civilians across
the country, there have been tremendous causalities and destruction of civilian property. The
military’s earth-scorching campaigns and commission of other violence had a devastating
impact on civilians, especially on vulnerable group members such as children, women, the
elders, disabled persons, pregnant women, mentally disabled persons, and prisoners.
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During the first quarter 3 months in 2024, the junta’s atrocities and violence against
civilians across the country including children, young girls, the elders, persons with disability,
pregnant women, and vulnerable groups have increased. The junta’s airstrike attacks, arrest and
hostages, torture, and other various methods of violence have killed 82 children under 18, 30
elderly persons, and 5 pregnant women. The consequences of the junta’s violence against
members of vulnerable groups are revealed in some of the incidents in the following cases.

(A) Killing and Injuring Children

The military junta has been perpetrating violence against civilians including children
across the country. In the first quarter of 3 months in 2024, a total of 89 cases of killing and
injuring children in 14 states and regions, 18 cases in Bago, 18 cases in Rakhine, and 11 cases
in Sagaing Region have been documented. The junta’s airstrike attack and bombardment killed
76 children and injured 75 children, and 4 persons were arrested for various reasons. The
following cases reveal how the military conducted violence against children -

= Kyauktaw Township, Rakhine State — On February 2, 2024, the military junta
conducted drone attacks in Myout Taung Village, Kyauktaw Township, killing two
people including a 3-year-old child, and injuring 5 people.

= Kalay Township, Sagaing Region — On January 3, 2024, the military junta fired heavy
artillery in Let Pan Chaung village, Kalay Township and exploited which killed a 9-
year-old child Joseph Malsawmbhlua and injured 6 local villagers.

= Shwebo Township, Sagaing Region — On February 15, 2024, in the afternoon, the
military’s subordinate group Phyu Saw Htee in Myinsi Village, Shwebo Township
arrested and killed 6 villagers including pregnant women and children.

= Mattara Township, Mandalay Region — On February 19, 2024, in the morning, 8
local people were killed including 3 males aged around 15 years old after the junta
troops raided Sakarbin Village in Mattara Township.

= Banmaw Township, Kachin State — On March 11, 2024, in the afternoon, an artillery
battalion in Banmaw Township fired heavy artillery and exploited which killed 3 local
people including a 15-year-old and 19-year-old who were displaced from Tali village.
Similarly, on March 10, a child was seriously injured and a child and a woman were
killed by the military firing artillery in Nanmaw village, Hpakant Township according
to the residents.

= Saw Township, Magway Region — on March 7, 2024, the military fired heavy artillery
in Gyantaw village near Kyaukhtu Town in northern Saw Township, killing a 6-year-
old child and CDM teacher.

(B) Attacking the Elderly Persons

In the first quarter of 3 months in 2024, there were 30 cases of death and 8 injured as a
result of the military’s violence against the elderly person. 16 of them are from the aviation and
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artillery attacks. 11 people were captured, killed, and burnt due to unable to escape after the
military raided the village. The following cases discuss various methods of violence against
elderly persons.

Yesagyo Township, Magway Region — On February 9, 2024, Yesagyo-based infantry
battalion No.258 fired indiscriminate artillery in Pa-nyin village, Yesagyo Township
killed 84 years old man U Aung Khin and 73 years old woman Daw San Yu according
to the source from the local civilian.

Sagaing Township, Sagaing Region — On January 13, 2024, the military attacked
Paukkar village, Nyaung Pin Thar Su ward with heavy artillery. After the army raided
the village, the school and social welfare organization office including 70 homes were
burnt down and 80 years 80-year-old woman who was unable to escape was burnt to
death in the fire.

Htantabin Township, Bago Region — On March 18, 2024, a military force of around
70 troops raided Gway Kone village in Htantabin Township. It is reported that 70 years
old U Tin Saung who could not escape was arrested, tied and burnt to death with
gasoline in the village.

Myingyan Township, Mandalay Region — On March 12, 2024, the military stormed
into Thinbyon Village and fired in the village. Houses in the northern village were burnt
down. Villagers escaped the village. 75-year-old Daw Paw Thin who had a stroke could
not escape and died in the fire. It is reported that about 137 houses were burnt.
Moreover, when the junta troops left Seik Kone village, 70-year-old villager U Soe Tin
who remained on the farm due to troops raids the village, was killed by the military
junta troops.

Pakokku Township, Mandalay Region — On February 27, 2024, the junta troops and
Phyu Saw Htee raided Chine village in Pokokku and burnt 150 houses. 80-year-old
Daw Wine Thin, her son 60-year-old U Kyaw Win, and 70-year-old Daw Sein Myine
were all killed in the fire.

Wetlet Township, Sagaing Region — On March 8, 2024, Infantry Battalion No.12
raided Hanlin Village in Wetlet Township and killed 67 years old Daw Khin Win, 2
girls aged 10, and abducted 40 years old Daw Aye.

Kantbalu Township, Sagaing Region — On February 15, 2024, the junta troops and
Phyu Saw Htee arrested and killed 70 years old U Ye Shwe and 35 years old Ko Maung
Cho from Tinmaw Village, Kantbalu Township, Sagaing Region.

(C) Sexual Violence

The military is perpetrating various forms of sexual violence and using them as a

weapon to suppress civilians, including their dissidents. Rape is a common tactic used by the
military to terrorize people and to signify their ruthlessness. In this reporting period, 4 sexual
violence incidents, 4 victims of rape, and sexual violence in prison were observed in Sagaing
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Region and Shan State. Among 4 victims of rape, 2 cases are male sexual assaults. The military
perpetuates sexual violence crime based on no gender such as male, female, LGBT, and married
people. The following cases testify sexual violence of the military:

1. Mrauk U, Rakhine State — On January 9, 2024, battalion No.540 arrested U Tun Tun
Oo (35), Ko Saw Naing Tun (28) from Shout Taw War, and U San Shwe Kyaw (52) from
Alae Zay Ward were arrested as hostage and died with hands tied in their back near Thet
Kya Mann Aung pagoda. According to the witnesses, the bodies of U Tun Tun Oo and Ko
Saw Naing Tun showed signs of being raped by men before they were killed.

2. Pakokku Township, Magway Region — On March 4, 2024, around 100 force of junta
troops from Pakokku-based military division (101) entered Kamma Town, Pakokku
Township, and killed 82 years old Daw Kyi Aung and her daughter 46 years old Daw Mi
Khine. On their chest and their backs were cut with a knife and signs of rape were also
found.

3. Myingyan Township, Mandalay Region — On March 12, 2024, a military convoy that
came to burn Thinbyon village entered Seik Kone Village and villagers had to flee from
the village. Ko Hmone Gyi and Ma Moe Sandar, while they were trying to flee with
motorbike coincidently met with the military convoy on the road. Ma Moe Sandar fell off
the motorbike and was arrested. The military arrested Ma Moe Sander, killed her, and burnt
her body at 6:00 in the evening. There are signs of rape on Ma Moe Sandar's body, her legs
were bent on both sides, and her bra was broken.

(D) Abuses against Rohingya Minority

The military has been committing violations of ethnic and religious minority rights
including forcible arrest of the Rohingya people, using them as human shields, mass arrests,
and killings.

1. On March 14, 2024, local news reported that about 100 Rohingya youths from
displaced camps in Sittwe, Rakhine State were arrested by military junta and used
as human shields and killed in the frontline.

2. On March 19, 2024, after a boat was found in the sea of southwest of Kalargote
island in Ye Township and investigated, a total of 78 Rohingya, 44 males and 34
females were arrested.

3. On the night of January 15, 2024, the military junta troops that set up their base on
the hill near a pagoda in Buthithaung Township, Rakhine State fired artillery and
landed on a Rohingya village, Sin The Byin which killed two people and injured
two people according to the residents.

These cases depict the abuses and violations against the Rohingya minority committed
by the military in this reporting period.
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(E) Violence against Political Prisoners

The Universal Declaration of Human Rights enshrines the right of every human to be
free from torture, and the Rome Statute also prohibits the torture of prisoners as a Crimes
Against Humanity. Ye, the military forces have been committing inhumane beatings and
torturing the detained political prisoners in the prison as well as unhealthy conditions, not
providing adequate medical treatment, not getting enough food, banning the sending letters to
prisoners, political prisoners were taken outside, and being killed, sexual assaults and other
inhuman threat and torture were committed.

During the first 3 months quarter in 2024, violence against political prisoners has
significantly increased and 18 cases have been documented. In Dawei prison, Tanintharyi
Region, two political prisoners were taken out of prison and killed. Extrajudicial killings such
as the shooting and killing of political prisoner Ko Win Thiha (35) have increased. The
military’s violence against political prisoners can be observed in the following cases.

= On March 28, 2024, the junta troops stationed in the city hall of Monya, Sagaing Region
arrested and beat youth strike leader Ko Mann Zar Myae Mon and Ko Aung Kyaw Zin.
On March 2, Ko Aung Kyaw Zin died due to torture and Ko Mann Zar Myae Mon was
severely injured.

* On January 29, 2024, the military arrested former political prisoner Ma Noble Aye at
the entrance gate of Bago and shot her dead during the arrest according to her family
member.

= According to the record obtained during the first 3 months quarter in 2024, political
prisoner Ko Rashin (or) Hashin who was sentenced to life imprisonment with Anti-
terrorism Law section 54, 52(a) in Kyaikmayaw, Mon State and political prisoner Ma
Yin Moe who was sentenced to 6 years with two charges, section 505(a) in Oh-Bo
prison in Mandalay suffer kidney disease, died in prison due to lack of medical
treatment according to PPNM (Political Prisoners Network Myanmar).

= Political prisoner U Tun Wai who was sentenced to 9 years with section 52(a), 505(a)
in Dawei prison, Tanintharyi Region suffered a cataract diagnosis and reported to
prisoner authorities, but he was denied medical treatment, and his eye condition got
worse. Another political prisoner suffers from neck cancer and is denied medical
treatment.

= In Sagaing Region, the condition of Shwebo prison is lack of health such as food served
in the prison lack of vitamins, the living conditions of the prisoners are unhealthy, and
many prisoners suffer lower body weakening. Currently, 5 political prisoners are
suffering from lower body weakening. In the Bago Region, Daik U prison, women
political prisoners are being gun pointed by prison authorities and threatened with
relocating to far away from their families and with other mental stress. In Irrawaddy
Region, Maubin prison, it is reported that the prison department conducts a physical
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examination of female political prisoners by hand rubbing their genitals and anus for
security reasons.

2.7 Restricting Freedom of Expression and Association

Freedom of expression, freedom to write, and freedom to acquire knowledge are the
most basic foundations of human rights in a sustainable and free democratic society. However,
after the Myanmar military coup, there have been arrests and killings with accusations related
to freedom of expression, freedom to write, and freedom of association. In the first quarter of
2024, 9 cases of arrests related to freedom of expression and freedom to write were
documented. Most of these cases are related to social media posts such as participating in the
strike, sharing posts about the campaign, and criticizing the junta arrests including sharing a
video clip of two PDF members who were burnt alive and publishing license revoked for
publishing political related writing. It can be observed through the following cases that freedom
of expression and media freedom at current Myanmar have been deteriorating.

= An 18-year-old woman from Mandalay who shared a Facebook post and made a wish
for two young people of the Yaw People Defense Force (YDF) who were burnt alive
by the junta on February 8, 2024, got arrested. Ma Mu Yar, aged 26 from Shwe Nan

Daw KTV in Ward-18, Myingyan Town shared that video clip on her social media

account and was arrested by a junta with 3 trucks at 8 PM on February 11, 2024.

= More than three people from Mandalay were arrested on February 1, 2024, for sharing
social media posts about Silent Strike, White Campaign on the 3™ anniversary of the
coup.

= On February 1, 2024, more than 90 shops at the Maha Aung Myae Gem Trading
Compound were banned from operating their business for 6 months and 8 months by
the junta as they participated in a silent strike as part of the 3™ anniversary of the coup.

* On January 31, 2024, the Ministry of Information and Communication, under the
military junta, revoked the printing license of the Toe Myint Publishing House and La
Pyae Lin Print Media Store for publishing political-related publications.

2.8 Human Rights Violations by Anti-Military Armed Groups and Unknown Groups

The New Myanmar Foundation monitored and documented human rights abuses and
violations committed by anti-military armed groups and unknown armed groups. Between
January and March 2024, 65 cases of violation by anti-military armed groups and 45 cases of
violation by unknown armed groups were documented. The most common violations are
killings of those who were considered military informants and administrators under the SAC
as well as killing from heavy weapons during frontline, and causalities caused by mine
explosion. During the first quarter of 2024, there were 49 cases of killings, 10 cases of heavy
weapons and casualties caused by mine explosions, and 31 cases of injuries were documented.

A total of (45) people identified as military informants and administrators under SAC
were killed and (26) civilians were killed. There were 10 cases of arrests by anti-military armed
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groups and unknown groups including arrests of non-CDM and staff of jade companies
according to data from online monitoring. More violation cases are found in Bago, Shan, and
Magwe Regions while Sagaing, Yangon, Mandalay, Mon State, Kachin State, and Tanintharyi
Regions are also found.

On January 15, 2024, USDP member Daw Htay Ye, aged 58 from Zaya Thein Village,
Yedashe Township in Bago Region, was arrested and taken by an unknown group. On
January 16 in the morning, her body was found with a stab in the neck on the road
between Zaya Thein and Kyun Tine Village.
On January 8, 2024, an armed group raided Tinetha Village Primary School, Mindon
Township during their education plenary festival, arrested 14 non-CDM teachers, and
asked ransom of 2 million Kyat.

On January 30, 2024, 2 bombs were exploited in front of RD machinery shop near the
night market of Lashio and killed a man and a child, injuring 3 people.
On February 12, 2024, the local people's defense force killed 3 people including the
village administrator in Taungdwingyi Township, Magwe according to residents. The
three persons are village administrator U Nyunt Win, U Than Win, and U Myint Zaw
from Pyin Chaung village aged between 45-50.
On February 22, 2024, a priest’s car was stopped by an armed group near Ywa Gyi
village, Nwa Hto Gyi Township. They shot with a machine gun when the car went over
speed and could not stop which killed a monk, and a woman and injured one woman.
On March 5, 2024, an unknown armed group came to shoot U Min Min, aged 50 from
Kawt Bein Village, Kyaikhto Township at his home but the bullet did not hit him,
instead it hit U Thin Thin Aung, aged 55 who has a stroke and he died.
On March 7, 2024, a local man and woman were shot dead by an unknown armed group
on Taungbyo-Gyane Chaung Road, Maungdaw Township, Rakhine State.
On March 7, 2024, 5 workers from Mytel Company, which is owned by the army, were
arrested by an unknown armed group on Thanbyuzayat- Ye road near Sanpya Village,
Ye Township, Mon State.
On March 17, 2024, at 9:00 evening, USDP Township committee member U Sein Myint
from Kan Tayar Village, Nay Pu Kone village tract, Taungngoo Township, was killed
by an unknown armed group.
On March 21, 2024, at 3:00 in the evening, well-known military informant U San Aung
Nyunt (aka) Lumone, aged 40 from 5™ Street, Thati Pathan Ward, Penwegon Town in
Kyauktakhar Township, Bago Region, was shot dead by a gunman while he was visiting
his neighbor and having a conversation with his friend.
On March 31, 2024, North Dagon Myothit administrator U Kyi Tun and his wife were
shot by a gunman. U Kyi Tun died at the scene and his wife was taken to the emergency.
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3. Summary of Statistical Findings

According to the documented cases of Human rights violations in
the first quarter from January to March 2024, there were 1081 cases of Chart 1 - Human rights violations
human rights violations against civilians and there were 377 cases of
violations in March. Based on data collected during the writing of this
quarterly report, the number of documented cases has increased steadily
from each month, and more brutal killings, attacks targeting civilians with
destructive weapons, aerial attacks, and arrests for hostages as human
shields as well as forcibly arrest for new recruitment for the military
conscription, threatening and extortion and other violations are
committed. This finding shows the military’s increasing boldness in
committing violence against civilians. (chart 1)

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3.1 The Most Prevalent Categories of HRVs

In this reporting period, the military had increasingly burned down civilian houses and other properties and launched targeted shelling
on civilians and their residential areas. In the first quarter of 2024, 396 cases of violations on civilian property destruction by various methods
have been documented and it was the most prevalent violation. There have been 367 cases of killing civilians by raiding villages and torturing
civilians. There were 367 cases of killing which was the second highest number of incidents in the third quarterly period. either by raiding
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villages and torturing civilians or shooting with war weaponry. The most common method used by the military to suppress people to live in fear
is shooting them with destructive weapons used in the war. During the first 3 months from January to March 31, 2014, 273 cases of armed
attacks were documented. All of these incidents are targeted attacks on civilian areas. There are 267 cases of injuring by firing with weapons
used in the war, raiding villages, and torturing civilians and there are 1991 cases of arrest were documented. (Chart 3)

When monitoring human rights violations in the first 3 months of
2024 based on gender, 52% of the total victims were men and 25%
were women. It was found that 16% were children and the other 7%
were unknown.

During the first quarter of 2024 based on collected by the type of human rights violations committed by the military and its subordinated
groups, anti-military armed groups, and unknown armed groups, the majority of human rights violations were civilians accounting for 77%
(1125) of the total number of violations. 12% (167) are children under the age of 18 including students. 3% were non-CDM employees and 2%
were found to be violations against religious persons. (Chart 6)

Note: these numbers are only confirmed numbers and are not precisely quantified. There may be some discrepancies with the ground
situation as the numbers may be left over from cases where the exact type of victim is not known.
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3.2 Notable Patterns of Changes in Human Rights Violations

Chart (7) illustrated 4 types of human rights violations, although these are not numerically dominant, have had significant changes in
incidents over 3 months period. For example, the number of cases of forced labor increased to 17 in March compared to January and February,
and cases of mass arrests of people for forced military service as a further violation of the conscription law. Furthermore, the military’s attacks
on civilian residents have increased month by month, and the attacks on educational and health facilities have been documented 10 times in
March. In addition, compared to the number of documents in

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3.3 Analyzing the Use of Military Weapons against Civilians

The military junta continues to use airstrikes as a method of deliberately using military equipment to mass murder people. Such attacks
include artillery attacks by jet fighters, and helicopters, bombing using drones, destructive weapons firing, and small arms firing. Attacks with

destructive weapons from the navy include firing with machine guns,
patrolling villages, shooting and attacking with heavy and small weapons,
and laying mines on the ground. Such brutal attacks are also found to be
deliberately targeting civilians even in situations where there is no armed
conflict happening. In 3 months, a total of 274 airstrikes targeting
civilians were documented and January has the most incidents. In 3
months, the second highest number of armed attacks with destructive
weapons with 172 incidents documented. According to the documenting
report, the number of airstrikes decreased in February and March,
however, the number of attacks with destructive weapons increased
month by month. (Chart 8)
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During the first quarter period of 2024, 67% (370) of the civilians’ deaths due to the military attacks by the junta troops were due to
small-arm firing attacks and 55% (465) of the injured were also due to the small arms firing attacks. (Chart 9 and Chart 10)

3.4 Analyzing the Different Forms of Detainment Committed by the Military

From January 1 to March 31, 2024, a total of 191 cases
of unlawful detainment by the military junta, and anti-military
armed groups have been documented. 50 incidents of forced
military service, 32 cases of hostages and human shields, and
37 cases of forced labor were collected. These violations
appear to have increased in number during the documentation
period. For example, comparing the cases of unlawful arrest
based on the records collected, it was found that the highest
number of cases (90) were committed when the military
conscription law was announced in February. Among those
violations, crimes committed by the military were found to be
95%. It shows that the military has tried to instill fear and
oppress rule by arresting innocent people illegally during their
attempted coup period. Chart (12)

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In particular, at least 10 percent of all arrests and detention involved torture and physical abuse such as beating. (Chart 13) In addition,
about 11 percent of the total number of arrests and detentions were committed by the military using the detainees as human shields or taking
them as hostages in the armed conflict area. (Chart 13) The military usually arrests men as human shields, but in recent cases, women, children,
and the elderly were also arrested as human shields. In the first quarter of 2024, the number of arrests and being beaten was 1910 people. People
who were arrested for forced labor were 261 people and 212 people were arrested as human shields. Chart (14)

In addition, cases of forced labor are increasing month by month. In these cases, the perpetrators included not only the military but also

their comrades, the nationalist extremists supported by the military, such as Phyu-Saw-Htee.

These findings are also clear evidence that the Burmese military continues to openly commit human rights violations against civilians,

highlighting the lack of security in the daily lives of Myanmar people.
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4, Conclusion

The findings in this report reflect that the military continues to perpetrate atrocities and
human rights violations against the people with complete disregard for international laws. The
military continues to reinforce its tactic of instilling fear and imposing collective punishment
by using mass-killing strategies, holding hostages, launching retaliatory attacks, and
increasingly committing violence inside prisons. In addition, a large number of people are
being abducted across the country for new recruitment and forced to serve in the military under
the reason of the Conscription Law. The military uses sexual violence in conflicted zones as a
way to suppress and dominate those who oppose them. Moreover, armed groups in civilian
clothing and militias backed by the military junta are encouraged to commit such violence. Not
only that, but they have also suppressed any form of free expression by violently arresting
civilians involved in peaceful demonstrations, and by consecutively detaining workers who
advocated for their rights. Similarly, anti-military groups have been committing human rights
violations during their operation to get rid of military-associated people or businesses including
killing, injuring, and arresting civilians. Though the amount is very small compared to the
crimes committed by the military.

The Human Rights Program of the New Myanmar Foundation is striving to stop the
impunity culture of the military and its affiliates by extensively documenting the human rights
violations across the country and collaborating with various partners to catalyze effective
actions against the military. The documentation unit collects, analyses, and publishes regular
reports on the human rights situation in Myanmar to contribute to accountability mechanisms.
The only way for Myanmar people to have safe and peaceful lives, with their human rights
protected, is by implementing collective efforts to end their impunity and bring them to justice.
With this quarterly report, the Human Rights Program would like to urge local and international
alliances to strive for this goal.
